Friday – Arrival and pitching camp, communal supper (cabin upgrades &/or catering option is also available & info will be sent upon request). Our hosts from the Boreal Forest Learning Centre will welcome us and provide an introduction to the local area and the weekend. Evening activities will include a mixture of local culture and science, with music, coyote calling, and star gazing!

Saturday – After breakfast travel to the ‘Wild Side’ – the little-visited west side entrance of the Prince Albert National Park. Travel by chuck wagon pulled by heavy horses. Experienced local guides will share history, stories, bison knowledge and plant identification. Will we find the wild bison? Timber wolves? Elk? Come along to find out. You will also hike with an area trapper and other local experts to gain a first-hand experience of boreal forest ecosystems. After supper presentations in the Studio back at the Ness Creek site will include a carving demonstration and presentations on bison and forest ecosystems. (Possible additional sessions include Aboriginal storytelling and information on land use planning.) Music and night activities (will there be bats ??) continue into the evening.

Sunday – After our Saturday adventures we will explore ‘closer to home’ and visit the Ness Creek site / Boreal Forest Learning Centre itself during a morning of guided, interactive hiking activity with Joseph Naytowhow (storyteller), Carla Braidek (poet/local plant expert) and Jonathon Fonos (trapper). We will play some eco-games, and participate in hands-on, interactive and educational activities. If it’s a hot sunny day, beautiful Nesslin Lake is just down the road and we may just decide to spend some time at the beach!
